Scholar Zhang Hongming talked about his concerns about the disuppearing of dialects,
“For about over 10 ycars, in the Wu dialcet arcas such as Shanghai and Suzhou, children aged 6
to 15 can understand but hardly speak the dialect, Young people above 15 years old sometimes
speak it, but not very well. If this keeps happening, the dialect might disappear,” he said.

So how did China make this big library? A big national ¢flort has been put into the project
to make it happen. said Cao Zhiyun, an expert on the project. Over five years, more than 350
universities and rescarch groups joined in, along with over 4,500 experts and morce than 6,000
dialect speakers.

The project is now entering into its second part. This includes creating digital (32-7-4L())
tools like apps and mobile dictionaries to help people leam dialects.
